The speaker at the combined GCCG/POS meeting this month will be Loren
Bachman of Casa de las Orquideas in Solana Beach, CA. His topic "Bug Humbug"
will present an up close and personal view of many of the critters affecting most orchid
growers. Loren has been growing orchids for 42 years and hybridizing for nearly 40 of
them. With his wife Nancy he started Casa de las Orquideas in 1976 and is now the
leading hybridizer for spotted and high color Cymbidiums in the United States. They
make about 70 hybrids each year with more than 1,800 hybrids to date, mostly
Cymbidiums and a few Zygopetalums. Loren has received both the CSA Hudlow Medal
the AOS Award for Excellence in Hybridizing for his hybrids, which are known worldwide.
He has been an AOS and a CSA Judge for 25 years and is the current chair for the
Encinitas AOS judging center.

The Casa de las Orquideas orchid nursery covers about half an acre of orchids grown
outdoors under shade cloth. About 5000 plants are bloomed out in any given year.
There currently are more than 200 Cymbidium seedling crosses and about 50 different
Cymbidium mericlones available from 3" pots to blooming size. At any given time, there
are about 60,000 plants at the nursery. Loren is willing to bring up orders if members will
contact him personally.
